Cliff loved and lived for farming, family, hunting, fishing, gardening, cooking
and travel. His work ethic was second to none, and his green thumb ever
present. Tending to his farm was one of the greatest joys of his life; in the hard
and even the impossible years he kept faith in his heavenly Father; and with
hard work and dedication he provided. He mentored friends and neighbors
and had many “little brothers.” He was an avid polka dancer and spent many
years dancing with Carol. He enjoyed his time on the Huron County Bean
Board and the Michigan Bean Commission. He was an Ubly Lion’s Club
Member and served as a Director for the club. He played euchre and pinochle
with family and friends whenever the opportunity presented itself, and he was



known for his word search marathons. He enjoyed teaching the next
generations how to master many skills and tasks, his love for knowledge was
evident in everything he did. Some of his happiest days were farming
alongside his son C.C., continuing the family tradition. On a regular basis he
could be found helping in Justin’s food trailer business. He spent countless
hours with Amanda canning and preserving the harvest. 
He loved to plant and tend fruit trees and sweet corn every year and enjoyed
many opening days in the “hunting shack,” with Parker. One of Papa’s favorite
past times was picking stones and pulling weeds with the boys. He could often
be found cutting wood in preparation for the upcoming winter. He was known
as the “sweet corn guy,” for his years of sweet corn sales in Port Hope. He
was always sharing fruits and vegetables with his friends and neighbors; on
any given day you could find someone raiding the garden and picking fruit
from the trees. He was well known for his bean soup but, perhaps he was
most famous for his cheesy potatoes which were enjoyed over the years by
thousands of people, and were always made with love and lots of butter. 
Cliff was a friend to all he met, and would go out of his way to help anyone.
He loved the outdoors, and spending time with his animals, especially his
cattle, cats, and dogs. 
He should be remembered for his enormous heart and the love he had for his
family, farm, and friends. He enjoyed traveling extensively across the United
States, Canada, Mexico, the Caribbean, Puerto Rico, Haiti and the Alcan
Highway to get to his favorite fishing spot in Kodiak, Alaska. 
He and Carol spent their winters in Florida, where he enjoyed walks with his
dogs; golf cart rides with Carol and Parker; exploring the flea markets with
family and friends; road trip with his kids throughout the state and great
culinary experiences. 
As he entered the gates of heaven he was greeted by his parents Genevieve
and Clarence; his mother and father-in-law Louise and Carl Nickel; and pets
Monique, Squeak, Princess, and Justice. He is also survived by his siblings,
Paul (Sandy), Regina (Larry), Marge (Gerry) and Frank (Sue); his sister-in-law
