He
claimed her children and grandchildren as his own. They traveled extensively
throughout the United States, returning many times to Washington to visit
family. They also spent many winters oceanside in Myrtle Beach, South
Carolina. They hosted many happy gatherings in their home for family and
friends. 

 

Gary enjoyed his gardens, his lawns and feeding the birds. He belonged to
the Harbor Beach post of the American Legion and the Caro chapter of the
Knights of Columbus. He was proud of his two Labor Day walks across the
Mackinac Bridge. Gary was a car guy, a history buff, a lover of the Bible, and a
life-long learner. He always had a story, and he loved to share it. He could find
common ground and converse with anyone. He was a person who never met
a stranger and made many friends from coast to coast his whole life long.
