He had been a member of Zion Evangelical Lutheran Church in Harbor Beach and
a member of the Harbor Beach Retirees.

He loved gardening and working in his yard until the last year when as he put it, 'I'm not
quite 100 percent,” when asked about his health. Herb enjoyed playing cards and visiting
with friends and neighbors. He had a good memory and loved to share stories about
people and situations in his life.

Survivors include Ferne, his wife of 64 years and two children: Julie and her husband,
Jerry Elsenheimer, of Troy, Michigan; and Randall and his wife, Terry, of Shelby Township,
Michigan. Other survivors include four sisters-in-law, a brother-in-law and many nephews
and nieces.
