DR. R. STUART YOUNG, 82 of Harbor Beach, passed away Saturday, July
28, 2018 at his home under hospice care, with his family by his side.

Alice (Curtright) Young. Stu is a graduate of Alma College, and the Kirksville
School of Osteopathic Medicine.
