Thomas was born November 30, 1966 to the late James and Lillian
(Wisenbaugh) Schumacher in Harbor Beach on the night of the sinking of the
Daniel J. Morrell. That boat played an important role in Thomas’s birth as the
nurses weren’t sure if his dad was still out on a ship on the lake or if it was his
boat that had gone down. 

 

Thomas married his beloved wife Anita (Anson) on September 11, 2004 at the
Murphy Museum with Mayor Ed Ramsey officiating. They were married
outside under the trees, in the garden with family and friends in attendance.
He adopted both his girls as quickly as he could, and was honored to be
called dad. His joy over his wife and girls was nothing compared to how he felt
about his grandchildren. He even went so far as to have his grandchild’s,
McKenzie “Pink” Peruski, birth announced over the shop loudspeaker. He
